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State orders developer to stop work on home

MERRIMAC - A stop-work order has been ordered on the 15th home to be built by developer William Krikorian at the 30-lot subdivision on West Main Street known as the Village at Merrimac. 

Building Inspector Phil Hagopian said the construction at 10 Nancy Ann Lane was the subject of a hearing last month before the state's Board of Building Regulations and Standards, the agency that administers the state's building code. The state board ordered Krikorian to submit new plans, obtain a new building permit, pay $200 to lift the stop-work order and hire a registered structural engineer.
